The Southern Region of the Federation of Historical Bottle Collectors (FOHBC) would like to invite you to the
2019 FOHBC National Antique Bottle Convention in Augusta, Georgia. We will be celebrating the
50th Anniversary of the FOHBC.

On October 15, 1959, Mr. and Mrs. John C. Tibbits (wife Edith) called the first meeting of what became The Antique Bottle Collectors
Club of California at their home in Sacramento, California. Tibbits was elected the first president. It was believed to be the first such club.
This attracted the attention of antique bottle clubs across the country and many joined what eventually evolved into the Federation of
Historical Bottle Collectors (FOHBC).

Augusta, officially Augusta—Richmond County, is a consolidated city-county on the central eastern border of the U.S. state of Georgia.
The city lies across the Savannah River from South Carolina at the head of its navigable portion. Georgia’s second-largest city after
Atlanta, Augusta is located in the Piedmont section of the state. Augusta was established in 1736 and is named for Princess Augusta of
Saxe-Gotha (1719-1772), the bride of Frederick, Prince of Wales and the mother of the British monarch George III. During the American
Civil War, Augusta housed the principal Confederate powder works. Augusta’s warm climate made it a major resort town of the Eastern
United States in the early and mid-20th century. Internationally, Augusta is best known for hosting The Masters golf tournament each
spring. The Masters brings over 200,000 visitors from across the world to the Augusta National Golf Club. Membership at Augusta
National is widely considered to be the most exclusive in the sport of golf across the world.

The 2019 FOHBC National will be a three-day event commencing on Thursday, August 1st, opening with the early afternoon
Mike Newman Open House followed by the late afternoon Augusta Museum of History Reception. We end the day with the Sweet
Georgia Peaches bottle competition at the Augusta Marriott at the Convention Center. On Friday, August 2nd, there is the FOHBC

The FOHBC will have a VIP Reception from 3:30 - 6:30 pm at the Augusta Museum of History located at 560
Reynolds St, Augusta, Georgia 30901. Founded in 1937, the Augusta Museum of History is

Augusta’s oldest historical agency devoted to the preservation and presentation of local and regional history.

The museum curates the largest and most significant historical collection in the CSRA and functions as a his-
AUGUSTA torical research and resource center for professional and amateur historians, media, organizations, and individ-
MUSEUM uals, and is home to permanent exhibition Augusta’s Story, a 12,000 year journey through the region’s past.

or HISTORY You will also be able to see the spectacular Bill and Bea Baab Bottle Collection housed at the museum. Many
examples of a collection of 531 bottles from a brewery, patent medicine men, mineral water and soda water bottlers, mostly from
Augusta, are placed in public view at the Augusta Museum of History. They joined 81 Augusta pharmacy bottles dating from 1830
through the early 20th century, plus merchants’ whiskey jugs manufactured by master potters in nearby North Augusta (across the
Savannah River) and Trenton, South Carolina. The massive collection was donated to the museum by Bill and Bea Baab, who want-
ed to leave a legacy to their adopted home-town that future generations could enjoy. Bill was born in Glenside, Pennsylvania, Bea in
Bangor, Maine. The collection was started in 1969.

This event will be catered with late afternoon light fare. The FOHBC will also arrange for shuttle bus
service to and from the Augusta Marriott at the Convention Center and Augusta Museum of History.

Table Reservations

Based on our last Southern Region Show, the 2015 Chattanooga National, we expect a big gate at the 2019 FOHBC National
Convention. It is imperative that you reserve your sales table space as soon as possible.

Registration & Ticket Sales

You may obtain your Dealer or Early Admission packet at the Augusta Museum of History Reception anytime on Thursday, August 1st
from 3:30 to 6:30 pm, or anytime on Friday, August 2nd from 7:00 am to 5:00 pm at the Augusta Convention Center Olmstead Hall
Prefunction area. You may purchase tickets for the FOHBC Banquet based on availability at this time, if you have not done so already.

Dealer Unloading & Display Set-Up

Dealers will be allowed to bring in sales merchandise on Friday, August 2nd from 7:00 am to noon and on Saturday, August 3rd from
Noon to 1:00 pm at the Augusta Convention Center. See page 16 for site plan. Set up of displays only can occur Thursday (8 to 5 pm).
The showroom will be closed to all participants except those involved with the completion of their displays from Noon to 1:00 pm on
Friday before the Ribbon Cutting Ceremony at 12:50 pm. A separate sheet of instructions will be included in your Dealer packet out-
lining the unloading procedure. Diagrams and maps will be included. There will be strict security at this time. We ask your coopera-
tion during this important time so that the process can move swiftly and safely. Please check the Events Schedule for unloading times.
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Ribbon Cutting Ceremony

Come watch the ribbon cutting ceremony and start of the 2019 FOHBC 50th Anniversary National Antique Bottle Convention on Fri-
day, August 2nd at 12:50 pm. This event will start promptly 10 minutes before the doors open for dealers and early admission attend-
ees on at the Augusta Convention Center Olmstead Hall.

Dealer & Early Admission

Dealers will be permitted to enter the showroom floor promptly at 1:00 pm on Friday, August 2nd to allow them to arrive at their table
spaces before the Early Admission group. Early Admission participants will be allowed in immediately behind the Dealers. You must
wear your Dealer or Early Admission name tag badge visibly to gain access to the showroom floor. At 5:00 pm, all Dealers and Early
Admission participants must leave the showroom floor and the showroom will be secured and locked. On Saturday, August 2nd, Deal-
ers and Early Admission participants will be allowed on the showroom floor from 7:00 am to 8:00 am. The general public will follow
at 8:00 am. All Dealers are required to remain set up until that time.

Security

Please note that we expect your cooperation with visibly wearing your name tag badge. We take security seriously and have arranged
to have the showroom floor continuously monitored by surveillance equipment and taped. All areas of the display and showroom floor
will be monitored continuously by surveillance cameras and we hope this will improve the security at our event. Furthermore, when
the showroom is closed for the day on Friday and Saturday, no one under any circumstance, will be allowed back into the room. A full-
time security guard will be stationed inside the showroom area during the hours that the show is closed. Again, no one will be admitted
to this area during the times when the show floor is closed. Similar security measures will be in place for all the events scheduled by
the 2019 FOHBC Augusta security team.

Security measures require that before you unload your sales materials, you must pick up your packets as they include your name tag
identification badges. Your badges must be worn in the unloading area for obvious security reasons. Please remember that the time of
highest vulnerability is during the set-up and break-down times. Even though we have made improvement to our security procedures,
your common sense and diligence is your best defense against theft.

Dealer Table Information

Reservations and table locations will be available on a first received - first served basis. Contract and Information Packets will be
available at the FOHBC web site on July 26th, 2018 and be available at the FOHBC 2018 National Antique Bottle Convention. Tables
are 8 feet long and 30 inches wide. Table covers will be provided. Every attempt will be made to honor table location requests. Tables
will be assigned based upon the date the contract is received. The convention chairpersons will have final say on table assignments.
The first 8 foot table will be $75. Additional tables will be available at a cost of $60 each. FOHBC members will receive a $10
discount per contract for the first table only. Up to two name-tag badges per contract will be provided (regardless of the number of
tables per contract) with the exception of minor children (under 12 years of age). Please make arrangements for children’s name tags
in advance. Subletting a table to another dealer or individual is prohibited. At least 75% of your sales table shall be antique bottles,
jars, blown glass, insulators, stoneware, marbles, related advertising, and items to assist in the hobby. No flea market type items. All
merchandise must be clearly priced. Reproductions, fake labels, repaired, coated, artificially colored, or irradiated glass must be clear-
ly marked as such.

Requests for refunds must be made by July 15, 2019. Refunds for circumstances outside your control, after that time, will be at the
discretion of the convention chairpersons. Your contract for sales tables, display reservations, early admission, banquet reservations
will be confirmed by email or USPS return mail following receipt of your contract and full payment. Full payment must be sent with
your contract. There are no reservations without payment in full. Each dealers and assistant, if applicable, are considered a VIP at the
opening day Augusta Museum of History Reception.

Early Admission Information

Early Admission is available for non-Dealers that would like the privilege of buying early at the show with the dealers. The Early Ad-
mission fee will be $60 for individuals or a family couple (including minor children). This price includes a Souvenir Program as well
as the appropriate name tag badges required for admission to the showroom floor. Discounted cost for Early Admission to National
Conventions and Expos is another privilege of FOHBC membership. Early Admission is valid for Friday and Saturday. The discount-
ed rate for current and paid up FOHBC members is $45. If you are not a member of the FOHBC, why not join today? Early Admission
attendees are considered a VIP at the opening day Augusta Museum of History Reception.



Exhibitor Displays

The FOHBC encourages collectors to share their knowledge, enthusiasm and interests with other collectors by displaying their col-
lections or related material. There will be no charge for exhibitor displays. Those setting up a display will be provided a free Early
Admission pass, which will allow full convention privileges to them, their spouse, and minor children (15 and under). Exhibitors may
set up their displays from 8:00 am - 5:00 pm on Thursday, August 1st and 7:00 am to Noon on Friday, August 2nd. Tables with white
cloth table covers are available at no charge. The displayer must supply his own extension cords and accent lighting as power will be
provided if needed, at no charge. As an exhibitor you are considered a VIP at the opening day Augusta Museum of History Reception.

Display Awards

Display awards will be announced on Saturday, August 3rd. Please VOTE for your favorite display! “Best in Show” and “Most
